Chairman Palmiter called on Keith Barber, Fire Coordinator, for his report.

Keith noted a fire drill was held this day at the county complex. The drill
went well as he was present to observe. The custodian personnel will need some
better orientation as to procedures and location of fire alarm panel.

Chairman Palmiter asked if the jail complex was involved in the drill. Keith noted
that it was not and he felt the sheriff will be conducting a drill shortly. In
contacting the sheriff it was noted the department of corrections is being contacted
for guidance.

Keith noted he and OES Director, John Tucker attended the recently held Supervisors
and Mayors Association meeting and presented a program on the OSHA 1910.120
regulations for municipalities to develop hazardous materials plans and employee
training.

The Supervisors and Mayors not present will be contacted so that they receive
the information.

Keith explained that the TV used with the VCR has failed and needs replacement.

A request to obtain a new TV was made. After discussion it was decided to contact
the Social Services department to see if they could purchase a TV for joint use
and be able to obtain state aid reimbursement. Mr. Allen will investigate this
matter.

Keith discussed the situation as previously reported on the replacement of the
encoder panel for toning fire and rescue squads from fire dispatch. The recently
acquired panel was found to be inadequate. Another unit was investigated and

has been found to be better.
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A request to purchase form was submitted to obtain the new encoder panel at
a cost of $3,545.00 installed.

On motion by Mr. Allen and seconded by Mr. Sylor approval for the purchase was
given.

The matter of the county switchboard was discussed. It was noted that originally
the county information telephone number would be dropped from the phone book and
residents would start to direct dial to departments. Keith noted the amount of
calls being handled by the fire dispatchers and the number is not declining.

Office of Emergency Services

Chairman Palmiter called on John Tucker, Director, for his report.

A transfer request form was submitted to authorize the following transfer within
the .4 accounts:

$1,000.00 from A3640.412 (Repairs Real Prop) to A3640.411 (Repairs Pers Prop)
$1,000.00 from A3640.412 (Repairs Real Prop) to A3640.416 (Telephone)

On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Allen the transfers were approved.

Copies of a letter from Fred Wood were handed out noting of his recommendation

that the county should obtain a microwave system to link Corbin Hill with the

county office building for radio communications. This would eliminate approximately
$9,000 annually of reoccurring telephone charges. The estimate for the microwave
system was given at $52,000. This would have to go to bid and could be cheaper.

On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Allen the matter was referred to Ways
and Means for financial considerations for the 1991 budget.

A request was submitted by Mr. Tucker for a resolution to authorize transfer of
funds from the A3640.4 accounts to the A3640.103 personnel account.

It was explained the OES Assistant Director has requested time off for use of
comp time and vacation for November and December. A part time position is
requested during this period.

On motion by Mr. Allen and seconded by Mr. Sylor approval to transfer the funds
was made. NOTE: County Attormey Prepare Resolution

On motion by Mr. Allen and seconded by Mr. Sylor the bills were approved for audit.

The meeting adjourned at 8:15.

On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Reuning the minutes of the October 19,
1990 Public Safety Committee were approved.

Sheriff's Department

Chairman Palmiter called on Sheriff Scholes for his report.

Larry noted of the situation in the jail with 38 inmates currently. The weekend
inmates were discussed. It was noted when the inmate is assigned weekend time
the jail cell must be available all week. This compounds the problem of jail
overcrowding.

A memorandum of explanation was submitted concerning the sheriff's deputy union
contract. In the contract it notes the newly appointed corrections officers must
be given sheriff's deputy status within four (4) years. It was requested to make
this upgrade to the newly hired corrections officers as they have all ready
received the required training.

On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Reuning the matter was tabled.
STOP/DWI
Chairman Palmiter called on Patty Regan, Coordinator, for her report.

Patty noted of the recent conference she attended with schools and corporations.
She obtained some good ideas and information.

The Wellsville Youth and Adults United committee program was discussed. There
are approximately 45-50 people involved. The youth center project is now underway
as noted in the paper recently.

The high school SADD chapters have been addressing and planning for activities to
promote the Drugged and Drunk Driving Awareness week in November.

Some of the school superintendents are concerned that there are too many programs
being presented to the schools.
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Possibly a SADD-STOP/DWI committee could be formed to coordinate and review all
these programs.

Patty noted the new STOP/DWI Awareness billboards are going up, there is one on
Route 19 between Belmont and Scio. Another one will be placed on Route 417.

The STOP/DWI Program Plan for Allegany County was discussed.
On motion by Mr. Reuning and seconded by Mr. Sylor the committee approved the plan

and referred the matter for full board approval.

Patty noted that STOP/DWI related arrests are down.

John Margeson asked Patty if SADD chapters at schools were involved with counseling
in alcohol and drug abuse. Patty noted each chapter is involved in most any activity
they wish.

Patty explained she has been meeting with the SADD chapters to see what they are
doing. It was noted the school staff and students generally regulate how active
the group is.

Probation
Chairman Palmiter called on Director Sirianni for his report.

A request to transfer funds was submitted to transfer $3,500 from .103 (unit payroll)
to .105 (part-time). On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Reuning to approve
the transfer.

Another request to transfer funds was submitted to transfer $100 from .403 (maintenance)
to .405 (conference).

Probation Department

Chairman Palmiter called on David Sirianni, Director for his report.
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Mr. Sirianni passed out copies of information concerning the 1990-91 Probation
budget. Under State Aid Regular funding it was noted there may be emphasis by
the state for funding for felony related cases and other cases handled by his
department may not receive reimbursement. This may possibly reduce the amount
of aid the county will receive by the state.

Sheriff's Department

Chairman Palmiter called on Undersheriff Timberlake who noted the Sheriff would
be attending the meeting shortly. Wellsville Police Chief Hoensee and Alfred
Police Chief Jamison were introduced as guests.

Mr. Timberlake presented information concerning a Drug Task Force program available
to the county. Allegany County has been involved in the program along with five
other counties in western New York.

A formal Southern Tier Task Force is being developed which would include
Cattaraugus, Chautauqua, Allegany and Wyoming counties.

Funding is available through the New York State DCJS to cover drug enforcement
related activities. The funds would be distributed to counties per population.
Allegany County would be eligible for $76,160 but must provide 257 matching funds
or $19,040. The county sheriff's department proposes to appoint a full time
deputy for this portion of the funding. The expenditures for drug enforcement
activities would be vouchered through the Cattaraugus County sheriff's department
who would handle the Southern Tier Task Force budget.

It was noted that local police departments would also be eligible for these funds
and would be participating. Chief Hoensee of the Wellsville Police Department
was present to support this project and noted he will be appointing an officer

in his department to full time duty on drug enforcement.

Chief Jamison of Alfred Police Department was also present to support the project.

There is a federal forfeiture law that allows local law enforcement agencies to
acquire portions of seized monies and equipment associated with drug cases. This
may be a possible way to acquire additional funding which can be applied to the
drug enforcement program.

Treasurer Mulholland explained the funding process in the event the county
decided to approve the project. The program is a federal grant-in-aid and as
noted before, the expenditures would be vouchered directly to the Cattaraugus
County Sheriff for payment back to the county law enforcement agencies. Allegany
County activities would be coordinated by the Sheriff's Department in Belmont.

On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Reuning the committee approved the
request and referred the matter to Ways and Means.
NOTE: A resolution will be needed
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The sheriff submitted a request to transfer funds as follows:
$500 from A3110.411 to A3110.415

On motion by Mr. Reuning and seconded by Mr. Watson, approval was given.

The sheriff noted of a bill for the jail kitchen food that was not in the audit
but was in need of payment. The bill was from the Agway for pork.

On motion by Mr. Sylor and seconded by Mr. Reuning, approval for payment was given.

The sheriff was directed to contact Pam at the Clerk of the Board office concerning
the matter.

The sheriff submitted a memorandum and a request for a resolution to authorize
upgrading three corrections officers to sheriff's deputy status as required in
the sheriff deputies contract. This request was tabled at the last Public Safety
Committee meeting.

On motion by Mr. Watson and seconded by Mr. Reuning the request was approved.

Mr. Watson asked the sheriff about the program the churches are involved with
during the holiday to provide gifts to the inmates. The sheriff explained that
this has been an ongoing program and is very beneficial to the inmates for the

holidays.

Sheriff Scholes discussed briefly the recent attempted suicide incident in the jail.
The actions taken by the officers on duty were appropriate and he commended their
efforts. The proper required investigation for the state has been conducted.

There was additional discussion concerning requirement for constant supervision
for some inmates. The requirement is for direct physical observation and electronic
surveillance is not possible with the current design of the jail.

Mr. Watson commended the sheriff and his department for the operation of the jail
system.

On motion by Mr. Watson and seconded by Mr. Reuning the bills were approved
for audit.
