A) DEC Report: Genesee Valley Greenway- Amended Negative Declaration Allegany, 
Cattaraugus and Wyoming Counties - The New York State Department of 
Environmental Conservation, as lead agency, has dete.rmined that the proposed Transfer 
of Jurisdiction of Genesee Valley Greenway will not have a significant adverse 
environmental impact. The action involves the transfer of jurisdiction of the Genesee 
Valley Greenway, a 90 mile multi-use recreational trail, from New York State 
Department of Environmental Conservation (NYS DEC) to the New York State Office 
of Pa.tks, Recreation & Historic Preservation (NYS OPRHP). Since NYS DEC and NYS 
OPRHP have agreed that there will be no change in management practices of the 
G.reenwav, the proposed transfers could be classified as Tvne II and exemnt from 



SEQRA as continuing agency administration and management. See, 6 NYCRR 617.5 (c) 
(20). However, both agencies have agreed to conduct a SEQRA review for the transfer 
of the trail.
